Collection Development Policies
Roles:
1. Primary Role:  Popular Materials Center

The library features current, high demand, high interest materials in a variety of formats for persons of all ages.  The Albert City Public Library will therefore designate the larger part of the materials budget to that area.

2. Secondary Role:  Reference Library

The library will develop a core reference collection to meet general reference needs and will use on-site and telephone reference/information services to aid users in locating needed information.  We participate in interlibrary loan to meet patron’s need for information not available locally.

Materials Selection

1. Selection of books and other library materials shall be the responsibility of the librarian.

2. Materials will be selected to be of interest, information and enlightenment to all the community.

3. We will attempt to provide recreational reading materials for all ages and interest.

4. In the selection of non-fiction materials, the library will seek to provide up-to-date information on as                    many different subjects as possible.

5. The selection of materials on controversial issues will be directed toward maintaining a balanced collection representing various views.

6. No book should be excluded because of the race, sex, nationality, political or religious views of the writer.

7. The main consideration will be given to public demand for best sellers when making acquisitions, but the library recognizes its responsibility to provide materials that will meet a more long-range demand.

8. Children’s books will be selected with the literary value in mind.

9. We will endeavor to supplement what the school offers to meet the research needs of the children.

10. The library will adhere to the Library Bill of Rights and the Freedom to Read Statement.
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
