Computer & Internet Terms of Use

1. Must be a registered patron of the Albert City Library for repeated use of the Internet.

2. Children under 8 years of age may use the computer/Internet if a parent or guardian accompanies them and no other patron is waiting to use a computer. 

3. Our computers have a filtration system employed called Deep Freeze to prevent some unwanted sites from being automatically displayed or downloaded, as some sites are not for public viewing.    Our computers will automatically go through shutdown/clean-up maintenance in the evening and computers will be ready for fresh use again in the morning.  Hence, nothing can be saved to files on our computers and your confidentiality is protected.  

4. E-mail may be sent or accessed using Hotmail or other commercial accounts.

5. Discretion and good judgment should regulate your Internet usage. Accessing obscene/abusive language and violent pictures, videos and games in the Library is considered misuse of the Internet.  The final judgment is at the discretion of the Librarian.  

6. All users must sign-in and sign-out at the computer they are using for 1-hour slots and may stay on if no one is waiting.    Director may change time slots at her discretion.  

     (i.e.:  ½ hour time slots for children during summer) 

7. Maximum time allowed on computers is 3 hours a day.

8. All persons are asked to follow the rules of common courtesy posted at the computer workstation (these rules may be revised as needed).

9.  Reservations may be made for a one-hour time slot (or longer when necessary). No reservations will be accepted for games or recreational activities. 

10.  You may not use your own software programs, shutdown a computer, or change any settings.

11.  Printing fees apply and are posted. (.30 for Black and White and .60 double-sided, .50 for Color and $1.00 for double sided color,  .60 for legal size)

12.  Computers and Internet may not be used for any regular and consistent for-profit activity.

13.  Failure to use the Computers or Internet appropriately and responsibly will result in the suspension or loss of computer or Internet privileges (at the discretion of the director or staff member on duty).  If there is clear evidence of illegal behavior, the City and/or law enforcement will be contacted.  
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
