Meeting Room Policy
  The meeting room at the Albert City Public Library is available to small groups at no charge provided the group abides by the following policies established by the Library Board of Trustees.

1. Educational, civic, cultural, public information events or library-sponsored       programs may be held.

2. Programs inconsistent with the library’s objective or private for profit 


functions will be excluded.  Community sponsored events will be allowed at    the discretion of the library board.


3.  Arrangements for reserving the room should be made with the librarian at least     

one day prior to the meeting time.  Reservations will be accepted on a first-


come basis.

4. The person who reserves the room will be responsible for problems or any costs resulting from damage.

5. Children’s groups must be supervised by an adult.

6. Library meetings have priority in the use of the room.

7. Light refreshments may be served provided that the person in charge takes care of the clean-up.

8. There will be no smoking or use of alcoholic beverages in the library.

9. The library director is authorized to deny permission to use the library meeting room to any group or individual that is disorderly or objectionable in any way or that violates these rules.

10. Use of library space for meetings in no way implies library endorsement of ideas expressed in the meetings or of the aims and goals of the organizations using the facilities.

11.  No after hours meetings will be held in the library meeting room with exception to Library Board Meetings or special library sponsored classes or functions.  After hours non-library sponsored functions may occur at the discretion of the Library Director with the Director or Assistant present in the library during the function.  A monetary donation may be collected.  
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
