Closing the Library Due to Severe Weather

When weather conditions threaten the safety of the staff or public, the decision to close or delay opening the Library will be made by the Director or Assistant. 
Criteria For Closing The Library Or Delaying Its Opening: The decision to close the Library or delay opening will be based on whether or not a combination of the following factors can be met:

· School is Closed due to severe weather or bad road conditions.  

· City snowplows are out cleaning major designated snow routes in town.

· The City has been able to make significant progress clearing snow from the sidewalk, parking lots and entrance to the Library.

· Library will be closed when weather does not permit safe travel for staff. The 
staff person scheduled to work is responsible to make the decision to close the
library and to put an announcement on local radio stations.
Messages About Closing Or Delayed Opening: Information about closing the Library or delaying opening will be announced by the following methods:
· Announcements will be made on KICD and KAYL radio stations.

· Delayed openings may turn into closings during a period of severe weather therefore patrons will need to listen to the radio to stay informed of any changes.

In Case of Tornado:   patrons take shelter in the Men’s Restroom or under tables, computer carrels, or circulation desk for protection.   
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
